¢ Paul then includes
a brief ‘detour’ on

believer's baptism.

¢ Though baptism is
for every believer,
Paul makes the
point that baptism
is secondary to
salvation, being a

picture of salvation.

For Christ did not send me to baptize,
but to preach the gospel,

not in cleverness of speech,
so that the cross of Christ
would not be made void.

Paul was appointed to preach the gospel, & that
included the gospel of salvation & the ‘larger’
gospel: all the truths of Scripture (‘the whole

counsel of God”, Acts 20:27 NKJV). He did
not do so by pursuing the world's idea of clever
speech, so as to gain a following for himself.
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
