No doubt the Israelites & the Corinthian
believers had feelings behind their sins.
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No temptation has overtaken you but such as
is common to man; and God is faithful, who will
not allow you to be tempted beyond what you
are able, but with the temptation will provide
the way of escape also, so that you will be

able to endure it.

Observe what this verse says about God'’s
character (see Hebrews 13:5), & what God
will not allow, & what God will do. Also take

note that the escape does not automatically
mean getting away, but enduring while going
through the temptation / trial.
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
