* They were sinning
in how they were
carrying it out, to
the point that some
were even dying.

* While Paul's letter

corrects some very
serious problems

that they were all

having, that needed
to be corrected, we
won't focus on their
many problems this
morning, but rather
on the Lord’s Table.
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It began as a Passover...

¢ The account of the
first Passover is
given in Exodus
chapter 12.

* The Passover feast
was originally given
as a celebration of
Israel's delivery
from about 400
years of slavery.

* An unblemished
male year-old lamb
was to be roasted
& served with only
unleavened bread,
along with bitter
herbs, & all of it was
to be eaten while
standing, ready
for the exodus.

« In addition to Old Testament requirements,
there had also been centuries of written &
oral tradition which had been accepted
practice by the time of Christ's first coming.

* The gospels do not record the details of the
Passover that evening, which every disciple
would have known by heart. Instead, they
record the things that establish the pattern
of the Lord’s Table for the Church.

For Christ our Passover also has
been sacrificed. 8 Therefore let us celebrate
the feast, not with old leaven, nor with the
leaven of malice and wickedness, but with the
unleavened bread of sincerity and truth.
