The body of Christ
needs the diversity
of gifts just as our
human bodies need
a variety of body
parts in order for us
to function properly.

So God intended
the church to have
a variety of gifts.
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And

the eye cannot say to the hand,
"l have no need of you";

or again
the head [cannot say] to the feet,
"l have no need of you."

In verses 15 & 16 the parts do not feel that
they are a part of the body — though they are

needed just as much as any other part.
Here, in verse 21, the parts cannot say
that they don't need the other parts — they do!
