Appendix: 

Taxonomy – Biological Classification & Memory Aid:
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The kingdom is general & broad category: either animal or plant    

A specific species is usually given with the Genus (capitalized) and the species name, such as Homo sapiens for a ‘human being’.
‘Cave Men’ & the Bible

Assumptions: Secular prehistoric physical anthropology (paleoanthropology: the study of ancient human and ‘pre-human’ remains and associated artifacts in the context of caves, rock, or soil strata, not connected to a written record of events) is based upon two principal ‘foundations’:

· Remains and artifacts, subject to present study by scientific methods and techniques.

· Assumptions that are unverifiable and are by nature outside the realm of pure science.

Anthropological discoveries have steadily expanded the number of human and ‘pre-human’ remains and artifacts, and anthropological research has also developed a growing number of techniques to document, catalog, assess, analyze, and model those discoveries.  What the increase in data and techniques has not changed are the unverifiable assumptions used to generate models for interpreting the data, and to arrive at conclusions derived from some of the techniques.  That being the case, primate to human evolution is not based upon a necessary interpretation of the data, but upon unverifiable assumptions.  Simply stated, primate to human evolution is assumed before the facts are considered.  Primate to human evolution has not been scientifically proven based upon pure facts and logic.

Possibilities: The popular term ‘cave men’ (and related terms) came from the idea that some primates evolved into prehistoric ‘pre-human’ and human forms that were thought to have dwelt commonly in natural or man-made caves.  From these, it has been thought, came the first men to build and live in prehistoric villages and cities (e.g., prehistoric Jericho
).

Examination of the caves where human remains and artifacts have been found, however, surfaces two other possibilities that do not require the assumption of evolution:

· Humans dwelling in caves may be the result of a decline from village and city life.

· Human remains found in caves may be from the use of caves as burial grounds.

Remains and artifacts found in or near a number of caves allows for these interpretations.

Genesis: What we find is that the book of Genesis provides at least one example of each of the above scenarios.

· City dweller in a house (Genesis 19:1-17) ( Cave dweller (Genesis 19:30-38)

· Burial in a cave (Genesis chapter 23; 25:9; 49:28-33; 50:12-14)
