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+ John Calvin,operating
out of politically
supportive Geneva,
actually proved to be the
spark for many more
groups than Luther

+ Calvin, like Luther, saw
Israel as being replaced
by the church, & so
maintained the continuity
of a legalistic basis for
spiritual development
(compare to Galatians
3:1-3)
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+ John Knox was a
proponent of military
rebellion, if needed, to
achieve religious
freedom, which went
beyond Calvin, his tutor

+ On the tails of a civil war
to cast off the control of
Roman Catholic Mary |,
Knox vigorously
introduced the teachings
of John Calvin into

Scotland beginning 1560
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
