Introduction to the Complete Word Study New Testament
For lessons 06 through 11 of How to Study the Bible III we will be offering an alternate to the originally planned Greek series.  Then we will rejoin the rest of the class for the remainder of the year.  

The Complete Word Study New Testament is in the usual book sequence (Matthew, Mark, Luke, etc.) and chapter and verse markings.  What is different is that the words are followed with Strong’s numbers in red and grammar codes in green.  It is not necessary to learn or know Greek, but insights from the Greek text of the New Testament can still be gained.

To look up the grammar codes, use the accompanying Complete Word Study New Testament.  We’ll take up how to look up the meaning of the grammar in a later lesson.

To look up the meaning of a word you look up the Strong’s number listed in red after the word in the Complete Word Study New Testament Dictionary.  As is often the case in Bible study, once you gain an insight at one place, you can use that in many places.  Let’s take an example to illustrate this point.  Below is the Complete Word Study New Testament for Galatians 1:6-9:

Notice that ‘another’ in verse 6 has a different Strong’s number than ‘another’ in verse 7 (2087 versus 243).  When we look those up in the Complete Word Study Dictionary we find that there are two Greek words which are often translated “another”, but which have a distinct point of opposition:

243 – allos = another of the same kind

2087 – heteros = another of a different kind

Just being able to observe this one distinction provides much better insight into a number of New Testament passages.  For example:

Matthew 2:11-12 

11 After coming into the house they saw the Child with Mary His mother; and they fell to the ground and worshiped Him. Then, opening their treasures, they presented to Him gifts of gold, frankincense, and myrrh. 

12 And having been warned by God in a dream not to return to Herod, the magi left for their own country by another 243 way.

John 14:16-17

16 "I will ask the Father, and He will give you another 243 Helper, that He may be with you forever; 
17 that is the Spirit of truth, whom the world cannot receive, because it does not see Him or know Him, but you know Him because He abides with you and will be in you.

Luke 9:57-61

57 As they were going along the road, someone said to Him, "I will follow You wherever You go." 
58 And Jesus said to him, "The foxes have holes and the birds of the air have nests, but the Son of Man has nowhere to lay His head."

Hebrews 7:11-15

11 Now if perfection was through the Levitical priesthood (for on the basis of it the people received the Law), what further need was there for another 2087 priest to arise according to the order of Melchizedek, and not be designated according to the order of Aaron? 12 For when the priesthood is changed, of necessity there takes place a change of law also. 13 For the one concerning whom these things are spoken belongs to another 2087 tribe, from which no one has officiated at the altar. 14 For it is evident that our Lord was descended from Judah, a tribe with reference to which Moses spoke nothing concerning priests. 15 And this is clearer still, if another 2087 priest arises according to the likeness of Melchizedek… 

Mark 16:12

12 After that, He appeared in a different 2087 form to two of them while they were walking along on their way to the country. 

Luke 9:29

29 And while He was praying, the appearance of His face became different 2087, and His clothing became white and gleaming. 

Romans 7:23

23 but I see a different 2087 law in the members of my body, waging war against the law of my mind and making me a prisoner of the law of sin which is in my members. 

Philippians 3:15

15 Let us therefore, as many as are perfect, have this attitude; and if in anything you have a different 2087 attitude, God will reveal that also to you;

3 If anyone advocates a different 2087 doctrine and does not agree with sound words, those of our Lord Jesus Christ, and with the doctrine conforming to godliness, 
As another example of gaining multiple insights from the discovery of just one repeated understanding of word meanings, we have the pair of two letter words ‘ou me’ (pronounced ‘oo-may’).  Literally, these words mean ‘not-not’.  But the meaning of these Greek words together (Strong’s number 3364) is ‘by no means’.  Some examples of the use of Strong’s number 3364 include:  
John 10:22-30

At that time the Feast of the Dedication took place at Jerusalem; 23 it was winter, and Jesus was walking in the temple in the portico of Solomon. 24 The Jews then gathered around Him, and were saying to Him, "How long will You keep us in suspense? If You are the Christ, tell us plainly." 25 Jesus answered them, "I told you, and you do not believe; the works that I do in My Father's name, these testify of Me.  26 "But you do not believe because you are not of My sheep.  27 "My sheep hear My voice, and I know them, and they follow Me;  28 and I give eternal life to them, and they will never 3364 perish; and no one will snatch them out of My hand.  29 " My Father, who has given them to Me, is greater than all; and no one is able to snatch them out of the Father's hand.  30 "I and the Father are one."

Hebrews 13:5

5 Make sure that your character is free from the love of money, being content with what you have; for He Himself has said, "I will never 3364 desert you, nor will I ever 3364 forsake you,"

In the gospel of John, in Revelation, and other places we’ll be looking at later on, the word pair that is usually translated ‘I am’ is the Strong’s numbers together
