Psalms 1, 2 & 6
The Psalms are Israel’s National Hymnbook – 150 in number.  They are a collection that took 1000 years to bring together, and the authors include Moses, and Kings David and Solomon.  The subject matter and style of the Psalms varies quite a bit from one to the next, as we’ll soon see.  And it is the variability in style and subject matter which reveals that different tools of observation are required to gain the best insights into                         the Psalms.  Today we’ll cover Psalms 1, 2 and 6.

The key to Psalm 1 is to use the method of comparison and contrast.  There is more than one kind of comparison and contrast in Psalm 1:
1) Compare and contrast the blessed righteous man and the wicked man

2) Compare and contrast the blessed righteous and cursed wicked Jew under the Law of Moses and the Christian believer living under grace
Psalm 1

How blessed is the man who does not walk in the counsel of the wicked, 

Nor stand in the path of sinners, 

Nor sit in the seat of scoffers! 

2 But his delight is in the law of the Lord, 

And in His law he meditates day and night. 

3 He will be like a tree firmly planted by streams of water, 

Which yields its fruit in its season [Deuteronomy 20:19, 20]
And its leaf does not wither; 

And in whatever he does, he prospers. 

4 The wicked are not so, 

But they are like chaff which the wind drives away. 

5 Therefore the wicked will not stand in the judgment, 

Nor sinners in the assembly of the righteous. 

6 For the Lord knows the way of the righteous, 

But the way of the wicked will perish.

Psalm 2 is a psalm about the end of the tribulation and the second coming of Christ.                 And it is specifically about the Gentiles who come against the Jews in the last half of               the tribulation period.  But God is not the least bit threatened and His plans to establish Christ as the king of Israel and the King of kings and Lord of lords will not be thwarted.

Why are the nations in an uproar 

And the peoples devising a vain thing? 

2 The kings of the earth take their stand [Acts 4:26 quote]
And the rulers take counsel together 

 Against the Lord and against His Anointed, saying, 

3 "Let us tear their fetters apart 

And cast away their cords from us!" 

4 He who sits in the heavens laughs, 

The Lord scoffs at them. 

5 Then He will speak to them in His anger 

And terrify them in His fury, saying, 

6 "But as for Me, I have installed My King 

Upon Zion, My holy mountain." 

7 "I will surely tell of the decree of the LORD: 

He said to Me, 'You are My Son, 

Today I have begotten You. 

8'Ask of Me, and I will surely give the nations as Your inheritance, 

And the very ends of the earth as Your possession. 

9'You shall break them with a rod of iron, [a rod of iron: Rev. 2:26, 27; 12:5; 19:15]
You shall shatter them like earthenware.'" 

10 Now therefore, O kings, show discernment; 

Take warning, O judges of the earth. [Psalm 148:11; Isaiah 40:23]
11 Worship the Lord with reverence 

And rejoice with trembling. 

12 Do homage to the Son, that He not become angry, and you perish in the way, 

For His wrath may soon be kindled. 

How blessed are all who take refuge in Him!
Psalm 6 majors in the Hebrew poetry patterns, so we’ve structured it accordingly.

O Lord, do not rebuke  me in Your anger, 

                  Nor chasten me  in Your wrath. 

2 Be gracious to me, O Lord, for I am pining away; 

 Heal me, O Lord, for my bones are dismayed.
