¢ Acts is a transition
book from the time
& domain of the Law
of Moses, in the land
& people of Israel. ..

* to the first three
decades of the
church, transition-
ing from Israel to
Gentile lands.

» Like the beginnings
of the Law of Moses,
the beginnings of the
church include some
things that are typical
of the transition, but
not intended to be
typical of the entire
church age.

From Acts 8:4 to 8:40,
we find most of the
focus on Philip, who
evangelized several
“fringe” groups &
individuals.

Acts 9:1 begins

the chapter on the
conversion of the
church’s “arch-
enemy”, Saul,
later to become
Paul the apostle.
