» Chiasms emphasize by repetition and by
the pivot or center of the passage.

» Chiasms made for a memory tool and a
cross-check for copying by hand.

» Chiasms made for an orderly presentation.

» Chiasms serve to help us check our
understanding of each part of a passage.
