7. What does “sanctify them in the truth” mean (verse 17)?


8. From verse 18, do we have the same mission as Jesus?


9. What does Jesus mean in verse 19 when He says “for their sakes, I sanctify Myself?”  And what does He mean “that they may be sanctified?”


10. Who is Jesus talking about in verse 20?  What does that mean with respect to all that Jesus has spoken in His prayer to the Father?


11. What does verse 21 tell us about our relationship to Jesus and the Father?
