3. What does this blessing afford us to be able to do, now and eternally?

4. List as many as you can name of the grace and blessings we have because of union with Christ?

5. How can the world know and believe that the Father sent Jesus by the fact of “that they all may be one, as You, Father, are in Me, and I in You; that they also may be one in Us,”?
6. In John 6:57 “As the living Father sent me, and I live because of the Father; so he that eats(note the figure illustrating union) me, he also shall live because of me.” Explain the life line from the Father to Jesus to you?

7. What does it mean “that they may be made perfect in one”?
8. Is it possible for a believer to fall based on this verse? Explain?
9. What basic truth of Paul’s doctrine is talked about here?
10.  Look at Eph. 4:13-15, and Eph. 3:18-19. Can one believer contain all the fullness of God?
11.  How will the world recognize that God loves us as He loved Christ?
12.  Has Jesus ever used the term “I will” before? What would you call this statement?
13.  Why does Jesus will that we be with Him where He is?

14.  Do we have to wait for heaven to behold His glory?
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
