1. In the end of the last chapter we saw Jesus before Pilate. Is that the same dynamic at the beginning of chapter 19?

2. What was Pilate trying to accomplish by having Jesus scourged when he had pronounced Him innocent?

3. Pilate shows the scourged Jesus to the people, what did he hope to accomplish by doing this?
4. Does the demand in verse 6 by the Jews make them guilty of His murder?

5. Why do you think Pilate is so affected by verse 6-8?

6. Why doesn’t Jesus answer Pilate’s first question?

7. By not answering, what does this awaken in Pilate?
8. How does Jesus deal with Pilate’s pride?
9. Pilate is clearly disturbed by Jesus’ reply and the Jews argument. Which had more sway with him and why?
10.  By verse 15 the Jews had rejected and called down judgment on them. List what their offenses are? 

11. There were four blood sacrifices/offerings in the Old Testament, which the people of Israel were commanded to bring. Each of the four gospels presents the work of the cross from one of these four standpoints. Can you name them?

12. Why did the Jews object to the sign over the cross?

13.  Why does John record verses 23 and 24?
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
