Gospel of John
Lesson 7
Read the Gospel of John Chapter 3 verses 5 through 21.

1. From verse 5, what does it mean to be “born of water and the Spirit?”
2. What does the Kingdom of God mean or represent?  Who is this message to and how does it relate to the term “born again?”


3. In verse 6, who are those that are born of the flesh and who are born of the Spirit?



4. In verses 7 and 10, does Jesus rebuke Nicodemus?  Should Nicodemus have known about being “born again?”  What was his problem?  Read Ezekiel 36:25-28.


5. From verse 8, why does Jesus make reference to the wind when talking about the Holy Spirit?  What does this speak of the Holy Spirit?  



6. What was the significance to Nicodemus and the Jews when Jesus said “so is everyone who is born of the Spirit?”



7. In verse 11, who are the “we” referred to?



8. Read verse 13.  What are some of the significant points from this verse?


9. Read verses 14-17.  What was the important new revelation for us in these verses?


10. In verse 16, what is important about “God so loved the world” and “His only begotten Son?”


11. What wonderful truth in verse 16 is related to God’s grace?  (Remember the definition of grace is “the unmerited and unlimited blessing of God based on the totally adequate work of Christ.”)



12. What does it mean to “believe” in Him?


13. What does it mean to not believe in Him?



14. Read verses 17-18.  What is a marvelous truth expressed in these verses?  (Romans 8:1)


15. Read verses 19-21.  What are some of the differences between the Light and the Law?
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
