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» The Magi, having likely received the
prophecies of the Old Testament, first
through Daniel & then through the other
Jews living in the Babylonian & the Persian
Empires, saw a special star which told them
that the King of the Jews had been born!
See the HHBC lesson, ‘04 Genesis 49:8-12:
A Scepter, a Star, a Savior’, 12/23/07
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They said to him, "In Bethlehem of Judea;

for this is what has been written by the prophet:
6 'And you, Bethlehem, land of Judah, are by
no means least among the leaders of Judanh;
for out of you shall come forth a ruler who will
shepherd my people Israel." [from Micah 5:2]
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He remained there until the death of Herod.
This was to fulfill what had been spoken by
the Lord through the prophet: "Out of Egypt

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Then what had been spoken through
Jeremiah the prophet was fulfilled: 18

"A voice was heard in Ramah, weeping
