Now not for his [Abraham’s] sake only was it

Judges don’t sentence corpses nor declare
them ‘not guilty’, & we needed to be spiritually
alive as a result of Christ’s resurrection life
in order to be declared righteous (justification).

since you know that Christ, having been raised
from the dead, is never to die again; death no
longer is master over Him. 10 For the death
that He died, He died [in relationship] to the
sin nature once for all; but the life that He
lives, He lives to God. 11 Even so, you must
consider yourselves to be dead in relationship
to the sin nature, but in sharp contrast alive in
relationship to the God in Christ Jesus.
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Beloved, now we are children of God, and it
has not appeared as yet what we will be. We
know that when He appears, we will be like
Him, because we will see Him just as He is.

Our being spiritually conformed & transformed
to the image of Christ will be complete. And
spiritually, we will be like Him in every respect
except His deity - even sharing His history in
His death, burial, resurrection, ascension &
seating. We will see Him in resurrected
bodies like His, because He was raised.
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
