+ As Isaiah’s name shows up in this book & other
Old Testament writings, “the son of Amoz” and/or
“the prophet” are often added; though we're not
given any other biblical person named Isaiah,
these clarifications of his identity (likely in the
royal family) & role (as God'’s prophet) are helpful
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The word which Isaiah the son of Amoz saw
concerning Judah and Jerusalem+. 2 Now it will
come about that in the last days the mountain of
the house of the Lord will be established as the
chief of the mountains, and will be raised above
the hills; and all the nations will stream to it.

+ concerning Judah and Jerusalem: This same
phrase, which we saw in Isaiah 1:1, will never
crop up again anywhere else in Scripture, but
Jerusalem, in the heart of Judah, is a name that
will endure forever (Revelation 2:12; 21:2,10),
for the saved Gentiles & Jews, & for the Church
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The word which Isaiah the son of Amoz saw
concerning Judah and Jerusalem. 2 Now it will
come about+ that in the last days the mountain of
the house of the Lord will be established as the
chief of the mountains, and will be raised above
the hills; and all the nations will stream to it.

+ “it will come about” is an Old Testament
expression used about 3 dozen times, usually
conveying something that is not immediate, but
will happen after a time has passed,; this begins
a section (Isaiah 2:2-4) which Micah 4:1-4 (a
contemporary of Isaiah) reproduces exactly
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The word which Isaiah the son of Amoz saw
concerning Judah and Jerusalem. 2 Now it will
come about that in the last days+ the mountain
of the house of the Lord will be established as the
chief of the mountains, and will be raised above
the hills; and all the nations will stream to it.

+ the last days: This phrase is used in both the
Old & New Testaments to refer to a time from
Christ’s first coming to the end of this present
heavens & earth; context will reveal which part of
those last days is meant (Isaiah 2:2; Jer. 23:20;
49:39; Ezek. 38:16; Hosea 3:5; Micah 4:1; Acts
2:17; 2 Tim. 3:1; James 5:3; 2 Peter 3:3)
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The word which Isaiah the son of Amoz saw
concerning Judah and Jerusalem. 2 Now it will
come about that in the last days the mountain of
the house of the Lord+ will be established as the
chief of the mountains, and will be raised above
the hills; and all the nations will stream to it.

+ the mountain of the house of the Lord: the
house of the Lord is the temple, & the mountain
of the house of the Lord is Mt. Moriah; this phrase

is found in 2 Chronicles 33:15, here in Isaiah 2:2,
& in Micah 4:1;

+ Notice the Hebrew poetic pattern; this is not
seen as a radical increase in elevation, but
speaking figuratively so as to place Mt. Moriah
as the spiritual & authoritative focal point of the
entire earth, as the next phrase reveals for us

used figuratively to
refer to “a kingdom
of great prominence”
where Christ reigns
over all the earth
(see Daniel 2:35)

¢ That is also the
use in Isaiah 2:2-4,
where Jerusalem is
said to become the
focal point for the
nations, which will
all come to view
Jerusalem as the
spiritual & political
center of the earth
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The word which Isaiah the son of Amoz saw
concerning Judah and Jerusalem. 2 Now it will
come about that in the last days the mountain of
the house of the Lord will be established as the
chief of the mountains, and will be raised above
the hills; and all the nations will stream to it+.

+ all the nations will stream to it: The word
“nations” (ethnos in the Greek Old Testament)

is the Jewish word understood as “Gentiles”; a
number of places in Scripture picture the nations
(=Gentiles) coming to & focusing upon Jerusalem
(see also Isaiah 66:12)
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God be gracious to us and bless us, and
cause His face to shine upon us-- Selah.

+ many peoples: this is a Hebrew term that is

+ Gentiles will be motivated to come to Jesus
Christ the Messiah, King of the Jews, through
the land & people of the Jews; the Gentiles will
be motivated to be taught by the Lord & to live it
out as the Lord instructs them; in the Millennial
Kingdom the Gentiles will live by the law
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And many peoples will come and say, "Come,
let us go up to the mountain of the Lord, to the
house of the God of Jacob; that He may teach
us concerning His ways and that we may walk
in His paths.

For the law will go forth from Zion and

the word of the Lord from Jerusalem.+

+ This is a Hebrew poetry pattern, emphasizing
by restatement the teaching that will flow from
the Lord Jesus Christ during His 1000 year
reign (Revelation 20:1-6) from Mount Zion,
from Jerusalem; “Zion” is prominent in Isaiah
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And He will judge between the nations,
and will render decisions for many peoples+;

and they will hammer their swords into
plowshares and their spears into pruning hooks.
Nation will not lift up sword against nation, and
never again will they learn war.

+ Hebrew poetic pattern again, right? Like we
saw in verse 3, it will be God who will be doing
this (so Jesus Christ is indeed deity); also the
Hebrew poetic pattern: nations = many peoples
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And He will judge between the nations, and will
render decisions for many peoples;

and they will hammer

their swords into plowshares
and [they will hammer]

their spears into pruning hooks+.

Nation will not lift up sword against nation, and
never again will they learn war.

+ This is a way of stating that the reign of Jesus
Christ on the earth will be a time marked by a
peace this world has never & will never know
until that time; Jesus Christ will be the “prince
of peace” (Isaiah 9:6) & Jerusalem’s own name
(“the habitation of peace”) will finally be fulfilled
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with lingering questions!
