* Isaiah wrote about
Israel & about the
Gentiles, but...

* Isaiah didn't write
about the Church,
which was not
revealed to Isaiah
or by him, but was
revealed over seven
centuries later
through Christ & His
apostles (Ephesians
3:1-13)
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So when they had come together, they were
asking Him, saying, "Lord, is it at this time You
are restoring the kingdom to Israel?" 7 He
said to them, "It is not for you to know times or
epochs which the Father has fixed by His own
authority; 8 but you will receive power when
the Holy Spirit has come upon you; and you
shall be My witnesses both in Jerusalem, and
in all Judea and Samaria, and even to the
remotest part of the earth.”

+ This phrase is used almost entirely in the book
of Psalms of the Old Testament (more than a
dozen times), which sets off Isaiah chapter 12
as having the character of a song; even more,
though, Israel is going to be thankful to the Lord!

+ During the last half of the Tribulation period,
Israel will be subject to such assault that they
will despair of survival, but in the end will realize
that they were saved only by God'’s intervention;
“...all Israel will be saved...” (Romans 11:26)

What does Isaiah have in mind with the words

+ Isaiah’s reference to drawing water from
springs is not ultimately physical, but a
marvelous illustration of the nature of God'’s
salvation; since springs bring the water right to
the surface — not of any person’s own effort —

it makes for a great picture of God's provision
of salvation; it is a salvation not by our own
efforts; there is no well to dig nor depth to water
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Jesus answered and
said to her, "Everyone
who drinks of this
water will thirst again;
14 but whoever drinks
of the water that | will
give him shall never
thirst; but the water
that | will give him will
become in him a well
of water springing up
to eternal life.”
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Therefore you will joyously draw water from the
springs of salvation+. 4 And in that day you will
say, "Give thanks to the Lord, call on His name.
Make known His deeds among the peoples;
make them remember that His name is exalted.”

+ The other aspect of Isaiah’s water illustration

is that in a region that has a substantial amount
of desert land, water becomes a very precious
commodity, essential to life! So the 2" aspect
of Isaiah’s water illustration is that it pictures
God as the very source of life; Jesus could
rightly claim, “I am the way, the truth, and the life”
(John 14:6), since He is the very source of life
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Therefore you will joyously draw water from the
springs of salvation. 4 And in that day you will

+ Isaiah tells about the people of Israel saying
these four things among themselves; the first is
about giving thanks to the Lord — like verse 1;
the second is about making requests of the Lord,
understanding their utter dependence upon Him
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Therefore you will joyously draw water from the
springs of salvation.

+ the third is about declaring the things He has
done in the past - His accomplishments - among
the peoples; “peoples” refers to the Gentiles
(ethnos in the Greek Old Testament); the fourth
is to bring them to focus upon the exaltation of
the Lord because He is awesome & mighty
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Therefore you will joyously draw water from the
springs of salvation. 4 And in that day you will
say, "Give thanks to the Lord, call on+ His name.
Make known His deeds among the peoples;
make them remember that His name is exalted.”

+ remember: This is not meant to cause them
to remember something that they had forgotten,
but is instead a Hebrew expression for bringing
something to central focus in peoples’ minds,
because it is principally important — something
of ultimate priority (see examples of this use of
“remember” in Exodus 20:24 & Numbers 9:10)
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Therefore you will joyously draw water from the
springs of salvation. 4 And in that day you will
say, "Give thanks to the Lord, call on His name.
Make known His deeds among the peoples;
make them remember that His name is exalted+.”

+ As we said before in our study of Isaiah, the
Hebrews thought of a “name” as more than an
audible “handle” — sounds associated with a
person; it meant character, so this says that

God is exalted by character; causing the peoples
(Gentiles) to place God's exalted character
central to their thinking & highest in their priority
will be Israel's future privilege, to God's glory
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Praise the Lord in song+, for He has done
excellent things; let this be known throughout
the earth. 6 Cry aloud and shout for joy, O
inhabitant of Zion, for great in your midst is
the Holy One of Israel.

+ This is the exclamation that matches verse 2:
“the Lord God is my strength and song”;
these two verses make this Isaiah’s “song
about even more songs”, & the singing will
be the ultimate fulfilment of God’s eternal
purpose for Israel: to reveal declare & share
His glory, & to be glorified
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Praise the Lord in song, for He has done
excellent things+; let this be known throughout
the earth. 6 Cry aloud and shout for joy, O
inhabitant of Zion, for great in your midst is
the Holy One of Israel.

+ Whether we're talking about the saints of
Israel, Gentiles or the Church, the spiritual
“bottom line” is all about what He has done;
when Paul wrote to the church at Ephesus,

he started off quickly with, “blessed us...chose
us...predestined us...freely bestowed on us...”;
the first three & a half chapters of Ephesians
overflow with what God has done for & in us!

+ Of course this makes sense — throughout the
earth is where the peoples (nations = Gentiles)
are located; both Israel & the Gentiles will be in
fulfillment of God's eternal purpose: to reveal
declare & share His glory, & to be glorified
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Praise the Lord in song, for He has done
excellent things; let this be known throughout
the earth. 6 Cry aloud and shout for joy, O
inhabitant of Zion+, for great in your midst is
the Holy One of Israel.

+ Isaiah is talking about 1000 years of “Yippee!”,
“Wahoo!” & “YES!” & “Hooray!”; an even sort of
comparable level of excitement in our own time
is hard to find, & the earth has never seen this
duration of it anyway: ten continuous centuries
of deep-seated excitement that is fully justified
on every count, all centered around Jesus
Christ! All about who He is & what He has done!
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Praise the Lord in song, for He has done
excellent things; let this be known throughout
the earth. 6 Cry aloud and shout for joy, O
inhabitant of Zion, for great in your midst is
the Holy One of Israel+.

+ Isaiah refers to God as “the Holy One of Israel”
25 times, compared to five for the rest of the
Bible; he is clearly referring to God; but what is
critical to take away from this and many other
passages is that the Messiah (the one born of a
virgin, Immanuel, the child born to us, the son
given to us, Wonderful Counselor...) is God
Himself & no less! He is fully God & fully man!
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
