In each case about false teachers...
« The Way of Balaam (2 Peter 2:15)

One who hires himself out to do religious work
merely for personal gain, as did Balaam

« The Error of Balaam (Jude 11)

Refers to Balaam’s error in thinking that he
could get God to curse His covenant people
& therefore bypass His covenant promises

« The Doctrine of Balaam (Revelation 2:14)

Balaam taught or counseled Balak to tempt
Israel in marnélng the daughters of Moab. This
would defile their separation & cause them to
abandon their pilgrim character. This teaching
promoted a breakdown in separation from the
world & the spread of immorality

[image: image15.png]The Moabite’s primary spiritual problem
is identified in Isaiah 16:6-7a

We have heard of the pride of Moab, an
excessive pride; even of his arrogance, pride,
and fury; his idle boasts are false. 7 Therefore
Moab will wail; everyone of Moab will wail.

¢ The mournful consequences of their pride
was spelled out in most of chapters 15 & 16,
primarily with consequences to their food
supply; this was the beginning of their decline
