and the earth, the sea also and the dry land.

7 1 will shake all the nations; and they will come
with the wealth of all nations, and | will fill this
house with glory,' says the Lord of hosts."

+ The assaults & ongoing
occupation of the Assyrian
army had devastated the
fields & forests of Lebanon,
to the north of Israel; what

+ Though today’s technologies have provided
some relief, deafness & blindness have always
been pretty intense physical handicaps; because
the Gentiles & Israel are earthly ethnic groups,
with physical blessings, these should likely be
taken as literally restoring hearing & sight; but
for the church, while there was physical healing
by the apostles as part of the signs of validation
(2 Corinthians 12:12), the church should count
upon another kind of hearing & seeing...

+ No loopholes, legal corruption or scheme for

Habakkuk 2:4c, “But the righteous will

+ This will be a time that the house of Jacob,
the people of Israel have not seen for a very
long time, & certainly not even now; rather than
the present situation, where millions of people
in the surrounding nations continue denying
Israel’s right to exist, these, the chosen ethnic
group of the earth, will rejoice in their Messiah
& the mass of earth’s population will see the
Jews as their access to the King of Kings!

The “he” is Jacob (see prior verse); it is possible
that this is meant literally: the children present
in the Millennial Kingdom are his physical
offspring (Jewish) saved by faith & present in
the Millennial Kingdom, & the resurrected Jacob
will be among them (Genesis 48:15; Job
19:25-27; Isaiah 26:19; Daniel 12:1-3, 13)
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but when he sees his children,
the work of My hands+, in his midst,
they will sanctify My name; indeed,
they will sanctify the Holy One of Jacob and
will stand in awe of the God of Israel.

+ “the work of My hands” is an /saiah-specific
phrase, & this is the 2" of four times that he
used it (Isaiah 19:25; 29:23; 45:11; 60:21); the
biblical pattern is that when God does something
in the physical realm, those acts are said to be
done by His hands, but God's acts in the spiritual
realm are said to be done without hands; Israel
is the work of His hands, so is earthly & ethnic

as well

+ The triple statement & restatement here is like
the Hebrew pattern of emphasis we continue to
see throughout Isaiah: “Holy, holy, holy” (Isaiah
6:3), “peace peace” (perfect peace; Isaiah 26:3);
Paul did something similar in writing the book of
Ephesians, where he wrote of the Father, Son &
Holy Spirit together eight times in six chapters:
1:4-14;17; 2:18, 22; 3:4-5, 14-17; 4:4-6; 5:18-20

+ While it is not some ultimately critical point

of interpretation, it appears that the 1%t line is
about the people of Israel, & the 2" line is

about the Gentiles; the Jews were most often
challenged in Acts to repent (metanoia: have

a change of mind); Israel will, in the Millennial
reign of Christ, have God'’s Spirit in them so

that they will know the truth at heart (Jeremiah
31:31-34; Ezekiel 20:33-44; 39:21-29); since
Jews won't need to receive instruction (Jeremiah
31:33-34), the 2™ line is likely about the Gentiles
