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But the Lord was pleased to crush Him,
putting Him to grief; if He would render
Himself as a guilt offering, He will see His
offspring, He will prolong His days, and the
good pleasure of the Lord will prosper in His
hand.

How can it be that God was actually pleased

to ‘crush’ Jesus Christ? Pleased to see Him
put to grief? What would that accomplish?
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Surely our griefs He Himself bore, and

our sorrows He carried; yet we ourselves
esteemed Him stricken, smitten of God, and
afflicted. 5 But He was pierced through for
our transgressions, He was crushed for our
iniquities; the chastening for our well-being
fell upon Him, and by His scourging we are
healed. 6 All of us like sheep have gone
astray, each of us has turned to his own way;
but the Lord has caused the iniquity of us all
to fall on Him.

“Crushed” (KJV: bruised) is the same
Hebrew word (dakad) as in verse 10.
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But the Lord was pleased to crush Him,
putting Him to grief; if He would render
Himself as a guilt offering, He will see His
offspring, He will prolong His days, and the
good pleasure of the Lord will prosper in His
hand.

Christ would give Himself (voluntarily) as
an offering to satisfy the infinitely holy & just

character of God Himself. We were the
guilty ones, deserving of the full penalty for
our sins, yet Christ graciously offered Himself
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The next day he [John the Baptist] saw Jesus
coming to him and said, "Behold, the Lamb of
God who takes away the sin of the world!"

» The same Greek word for “lamb” is used in
the Greek version of Isaiah 53:7, in John
1:29 & 36 where John the Baptist proclaims,
“Behold the lamb of God!” & in Acts 8:32,
quoting Isaiah 53:7

» Christ would offer Himself as the Lamb

presented by God as an offering for the guilt
for the sins of the whole world — once for all.

But that is not the end of the salvation story.

Then the Lord spoke to Moses, saying,
2 "When a person sins and acts unfaithfully
against the Lord... 6 Then he shall bring to
the priest his guilt offering to the Lord, a ram
without defect from the flock, according to
your valuation, for a guilt offering, 7 and the
priest shall make atonement for him before
the Lord, and he will be forgiven for any one
of the things which he may have done to
incur guilt.”
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But the Lord was pleased to crush Him,
putting Him to grief; if He would render
Himself as a guilt offering, He will see His
offspring, He will prolong His days, and the
good pleasure of the Lord will prosper in His
hand.

These three statements tell us that though
Christ would die as a guilt offering in order

to take away the sins of the world, that He
would live beyond that death, being in fact
resurrected, with several key outcomes...
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But the Lord was pleased to crush Him,
putting Him to grief; if He would render
Himself as a guilt offering, He will see His
offspring, He will prolong His days, and the
good pleasure of the Lord will prosper in His
hand.

Christ would see His offspring. Who are

His ‘offspring'? Us! We who believe are
indeed children of God — His offspring.
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The Spirit Himself testifies with our spirit that
we are children of God, 17 and if children,
heirs also, heirs of God and fellow heirs with
Christ, if indeed we suffer with Him so that
we may also be glorified with Him.

Ephesians 5:1-2
Therefore be imitators of God, as beloved
children; 2 and walk in love, just as Christ
also loved you and gave Himself up for us,
an offering and a sacrifice to God as a
fragrant aroma.
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But the Lord was pleased to crush Him,
putting Him to grief; if He would render
Himself as a guilt offering, He will see His
offspring, He will prolong His days, and the
good pleasure of the Lord will prosper in His

hand.

Christ's death on the cross was not the end.

God brought Christ’s crucified, buried body
back to life — not this life, but to a new kind
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But the Lord was pleased to crush Him,
putting Him to grief; if He would render
Himself as a guilt offering, He will see His
offspring, He will prolong His days, and the
good pleasure of the Lord will prosper in His
hand.

Jesus Christ pleases the Father in all that
He is & has done & is doing & will ever do,

which is why our best efforts will not suffice
— it is Christ’s life in & through us that is
pleasing to the Father (Colossians 3:4)
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As a result of the anguish of His soul, He will
see it and be satisfied; by His knowledge the
Righteous One, My Servant, will justify the
many, as He will bear their iniquities.

Christ took the anguish of the penalty of
our sins, the griefs that come from the wrath
of God directed toward sins — our sins!

—yours & mine! - upon Himself. That
indeed is unfathomable anguish, but it is the
basis for our being immeasurably blessed

& responding with unending gratefulness.
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As a result of the anguish of His soul, He will
see it and be satisfied; by His knowledge the
Righteous One, My Servant, will justify the
many, as He will bear their iniquities.

— has been) satisfied with Christ, the
unblemished Lamb of God, taking away

the sins of the world, by taking the penalty
for those sins upon Himself. That total

Christ did
not die on the cross for our sins by some
cosmic accident or a chance turn of events.

It required a knowledge of God'’s character

1 John 2:1,2 says Jesus Christ is ‘the
righteous’. What will He do? He will justify
the many, that is, the many who believe will

be declared righteous, not on the basis of
their own righteousness, but on the basis
of the perfect righteousness of Christ.
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But the free gift is not like the transgression.
For if by the transgression of the one the many
died, much more did the grace of God and the
gift by the grace of the one Man, Jesus Christ,
abound to the many. 16 The gift is not like that
which came through the one who sinned; for
on the one hand the judgment arose from one
transgression resulting in condemnation, but
on the other hand the free gift arose from many
transgressions resulting in justification...

19 For as through the one man's disobedience
the many were made sinners, even so through
the obedience of the One the many will be

made righteous.

Christ's justification of all those who believe

is on the basis of His having taken upon
Himself the penalty for their sins.
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As a result of the anguish of His soul, He will

Like we saw at the beginning of this passage
(Isaiah 52:13 - 53:12), the person speaking

shifts. Here in verse 11, & as we'll see again
in verse 12, it is God Himself speaking.
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Therefore, | will allot Him a portion with the
great, and He will divide the booty with the
strong; because He poured out Himself to
death, and was numbered with the
transgressors; yet He Himself bore the sin of
many, and interceded for the transgressors.

So the impression that Jesus’ disciples had
on the day Christ died was mistaken: Christ

would not be dead & gone & done for.
He would be resurrected to a new kind
of life, in which He was the 15t of many
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Therefore, | will allot Him a portion with the
great, and He will divide the booty with the
strong; because He poured out Himself to
death, and was numbered with the
transgressors; yet He Himself bore the sin of
many, and interceded for the transgressors.

So who are ‘the great’ & ‘the strong'?

It includes us who are in the church, but it
means all who come to salvation of all time!
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Therefore, | will allot Him a portion with the
great, and He will divide the booty with the
strong; because He poured out Himself to
death, and was numbered with the
transgressors; yet He Himself bore the sin of
many, and interceded for the transgressors.

This focuses upon Christ’s voluntary death
on our behalf, in which He did not stop short

of death, but poured Himself out completely
on our behalf. The New Testament adds that
we were identified with Him in that death.
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Therefore, | will allot Him a portion with the
great, and He will divide the booty with the
strong; because He poured out Himself to
death, and was numbered with the
transgressors; yet He Himself bore the sin of
many, and interceded for the transgressors.

How was Christ numbered with the
transgressors? In two ways: He was
beaten & crucified among common thieves -

Rome’s worst of the worst, & when He took

the penalty of our sins upon Himself, God
looked upon Christ with our sins on Him!
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Therefore, | will allot Him a portion with the
great, and He will divide the booty with the
strong; because He poured out Himself to

death, and was numbered with the
transgressors; yet He Himself bore the sin of

many, and interceded for the transgressors.

He bore the shame & grief & penalty of our
sins (‘the sin of many’), yet none of the sins

He bore were His own sins. He who knew
no sin Himself (was without blemish) bore
the sins of others — ‘many’.
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Therefore, | will allot Him a portion with the
great, and He will divide the booty with the
strong; because He poured out Himself to
death, and was numbered with the
transgressors; yet He Himself bore the sin of
many, and interceded for the transgressors.

If it was a matter of our human lives before
the holy & righteous God, we would be
hopeless. Every single one of us would

fall short of God's infinite holiness! Christ,
however, stepped between, to take the full
penalty for sins upon Himself: He interceded
