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Isaiah wrote in chapters 56-66,
telling about the conditions during
the Millennial Kingdom & eternity
but not always detailing in which
part of the future it would be
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In the New Testament, the time
duration of 1000 years for the
Millennial Kingdom was given,

& then the New Heavens & New
Earth for eternity, in that sequence
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2 Peter 3:10-13 & Revelation
chapters 21 & 22 both reveal that
this present heavens & earth will
be replaced with a New Heavens
& New Earth & what each is like

Isaiah was writing about
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Isaiah 65:20-25 Isaiah 65:17-19
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Before the seven
year Tribulation
period begins, we
will be taken up to
be with the Lord
(the Rapture)
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When Jesus Christ comes
again to earth to reign,
during the Millennial
Kingdom, He will come with
angels, Old Testament &
Tribulation saints... & US!
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The earth will be populated
by both Jews & Gentiles who
have been saved during, &
also survived, the seven
year Tribulation period.
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The New Heavens & the New
Earth, & the New Jerusalem will
have only resurrected humans
in it — those saved out of all of
the times on the original planet
earth —this one here, now

A new creation before this new creation?

2 Corinthians 5:17, “Therefore if anyone is
in Christ, he is a new creature; the old things
passed away; behold, new things have

come.”

Galatians 6:15, “For neither is circumcision
anything, nor uncircumcision, but a new
creation.”
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For behold, | create new heavens and a
new earth; and the former things will not
be remembered or come to mind.
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But be glad and rejoice forever in what | create;
for behold, | create Jerusalem for rejoicing and
her people for gladness. 19 | will also rejoice in
Jerusalem and be glad in My people; and there
will no longer be heard in her the voice of
weeping and the sound of crying.

There are two clues that point to these verses
being in the New Heavens & New Earth: 1) the

word ‘create’ (as in Isaiah 65:17 & Genesis
1:1, bara) is used twice, & 2) no longer will be
heard weeping & crying (see Revelation 21:4).
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But be glad and rejoice forever in what | create;
for behold, | create Jerusalem for rejoicing and
her people for gladness. 19 | will also rejoice in
Jerusalem and be glad in My people; and there
will no longer be heard in her the voice of
weeping and the sound of crying.

Will there be gladness & rejoicing in the New
Jerusalem — that God will create? Oh, yes!

Gladness on the part of the saints, in the New
Jerusalem created for gladness, with God also
rejoicing in the New Jerusalem & in His people
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But be glad and rejoice forever in what | create;
for behold, | create Jerusalem for rejoicing and
her people for gladness. 19 | will also rejoice in
Jerusalem and be glad in My people; and there
will no longer be heard in her the voice of
weeping and the sound of crying.

Just in case anyone was wondering, Isaiah
didn't just say that the weeping & crying would

be a minor occurrence. He wrote in verse 19,
“there will no longer be heard...”.
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No longer will there be in it an infant who lives
but a few days, or an old man who does not live
out his days; for the youth will die at the age of
one hundred and the one who does not reach
the age of one hundred will be thought
accursed.

What Isaiah describes here is a really big
improvement over the present lifespans,

but these words still imply that there will be
death — even if it is delayed. So these verses

are describing the Millennial Kingdom. In the
New Heavens & the New Earth, “there will no
longer be any death..." Revelation 21:4
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They will build houses and inhabit them; they
will also plant vineyards and eat their fruit. 22
They will not build and another inhabit, they will
not plant and another eat; for as the lifetime of a
tree, so will be the days of My people, and My

chosen ones will wear out the work of their
hands.

This has some similar clues to the prior verse.
Life will be longer, but there will still be death.
Things will still be wearing out. So while what

is described is an improvement, it is not totally
perfect, so this is also describing the coming
Millennial Kingdom, when Christ will reign.
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They will build houses and inhabit them; they
will also plant vineyards and eat their fruit. 22
They will not build and another inhabit. they will
not plant and another eat; for as the lifetime of a
tree, so will be the days of My people, and My
chosen ones will wear out the work of their

hands.

In biblical times - & particularly in Isaiah’s day,
the fear of somebody else taking over your
land & home, & somebody else harvesting &

eating the crops you planted, was a constant
dread. Here Isaiah assures them that this
great fear will end. Home will remain home!
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They will not labor in vain, or bear children for
calamity; for they are the offspring of those
blessed by the Lord, and their descendants
with them.

Isaiah is continuing to describe the Millennial
Kingdom, when Christ will reign over the
entire earth, from Jerusalem. During the time
of the Millennial Kingdom, when this present

earth will be substantially restored, there will
still be childbearing, & male & female. But in
the New Heavens & New Earth there will be
only resurrected humans, but neither male
nor female (Matthew 22:30).
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It will also come to pass that before they call,
| will answer; and while they are still speaking,
| will hear.

The truth is that the Lord has always listened
to His saints. Even when we don't know quite
what to say or ask for, the Lord assists us,
even now (Romans 8:26-27). But often in
these present times we find that the Lord
seems to delay His response, as we view it.

Isaiah describes a time when the Lord will

be far more interactive & time-responsive, as
humans measure time. But that will be a time
when the people of Israel will have the Spirit
in their hearts, & not even need a teacher.
