Jesus was going throughout all Galilee,
teaching in their synagogues and proclaiming
the gospel of the kingdom, and healing every
kind of disease and every kind of sickness
among the people. (see also Matthew 9:35)

He [Christ, speaking to his disciples] said
to them, "But who do you say that | am?"
16 Simon Peter answered, "You are the Christ,
the Son of the living God." 17 And Jesus said
to him, "Blessed are you, Simon Barjona,
because flesh and blood did not reveal this
to you, but My Father who is in heaven."

So it is clear that at this point in time Peter
understood & believed Christ’s gospel

of the kingdom, that Jesus was & is
the Messiah - God’s Anointed One!
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From that time Jesus began to show His
disciples that He must go to Jerusalem, and
suffer many things from the elders and chief
priests and scribes, and be killed, and be
raised up on the third day. 22 Peter took
Him aside and began to rebuke Him, saying,
"God forbid it, Lord!

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"Judah, your brothers shall praise you; your
hand shall be on the neck of your enemies;
your father's sons shall bow down to you [you’ll
be the one in power & authority in Israel].

Judah is a lion's whelp [a lion being a symbol of
power]; from the prey, my son, you have gone
up. He couches, he lies down as a lion, and as
a lion [“the Lion that is from the tribe of Judah”,
Revelation 5:5], who dares rouse him up?

Following that, Psalms & most of the prophets
foretold conditions & particulars about the
coming kingdom reign of the Messiah.
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But when he had considered this, behold, an
angel of the Lord appeared to him in a dream,
saying, "Joseph, son of David, do not be afraid
to take Mary as your wife; for the Child who
has been conceived in her is of the Holy Spirit.
21 She will bear a Son; and you shall call His
name Jesus, for He will save His people from

their sins."

Though lesser-known, the ancient rabbis
called the Messiah who would suffer as a
substitute for us all, “Messiah ben Joseph”,
after the suffering of Joseph, son of Jacob.
