John the Baptist was a prophet in the spirit
& power of Elijah to the people of Israel. But
whether John would carry out this role right
before the coming of the kingdom or much

later on depended on whether the people of
Israel would accept Christ as the Messiah:
"And if you are willing to accept it, John himself
is Elijah who was to come. 15 He who has
ears to hear, let him hear." Matthew 11:14-15
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"But to what shall | compare this generation?

It is like children sitting in the market places,
who call out to the other children, 17 and say,

"We played the flute for you,
and you did not dance;
we sang a dirge,
and you did not mourn.™

Jesus is saying that the leaders are behaving
childishly, as if they are only declining to
respond to children’s rhymes & games —

not taking John's or Jesus’ message to heart.
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18 "For John came neither eating nor drinking,
and they say,
'He has a demon!'

19 The Son of Man came eating and drinking,
and they say,
'Behold, a gluttonous man and a drunkard,
a friend of tax collectors and sinners!'
Yet wisdom is vindicated by her deeds."
