Jesus gives the Jews three warnings in this
passage, “16 then those who are in Judea
must flee to the mountains. 17 Whoever is

on the housetop must not go down to get the
things out that are in his house. 18 "Whoever is
in the field must not turn back to get his cloak.

You probably noticed that the warning is
directed to those in Judea in the land of Israel.
The Israelites in the land of Israel are told to

flee to safety in the mountains without the
slightest hesitation. This has to do with what
Jesus said, “...he who endures to the end.”

Every event in
Matthew 24:4-14 (&
in parallel passages
in Mark & Luke)
corresponds to those
of the Revelation 6
seal judgments, that
begin the seven
year Tribulation.

This is consistent with what we read in
Revelation 12:14a, “...But the two wings of the
great eagle were given to the woman [Israel],
so that she could fly into the wilderness to her
place...”. Matthew 24:20, “...pray that your
flight will not be in the winter, or on a Sabbath.”

Only Jews, of course, would be concerned
about traveling on the Sabbath, since they
have a limitation of distance known as ‘a
Sabbath day’s journey’ (about 3/5ths of a mile;
Acts 1:12), but we in the church do not have
any such limitation, since we are not under
Law but under grace (Romans 6:14,15).
