» Jesus’ disciples » So Jesus compared
knew that when the fig tree’s signal
a fig tree begins for summer to
to leaf out, that the signs before
summer is near. Christ’s return.

When the events that Jesus had outlined
in verses 4-28 take place, the informed
& aware Israelite will know that Christ’s
coming is very near, & can be prepared.
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1) Jesus mistakenly thought these things would
happen in His generation.

2) Jesus meant that His generation would see
these things.

3) Jesus meant that ‘this generation’ referred to
the continuity of the Jewish people.

4) Jesus meant that all these things would start
in His generation.

5) Jesus meant that “this generation” referred
to the generation of the time of the Tribulation.
The use of this word for a generation of
another time fits the use in Hebrews 3:10.
