To summarize, there were several recorded testimonies to the empty tomb, including multiple
instances of simultaneous witnesses, and at least eleven recorded instances of witnessing Christ’s
resurrected body in the 40 days after the resurrection, with witnesses numbering from one to over
five hundred, and three witnesses to Christ’s resurrection after His ascension. To these we can add
the persistent public testimonies to the resurrection, often spoken among other witnesses in the
very same locality (Acts 2:24, 32; 3:26; 4:10; 5:30-32; 10:39-42, et al), and the personal testimony
of Peter in writing (1 Peter 1:21), who saw the empty tomb right after Christ was resurrected, and
saw and spoke to Him in His resurrected body multiple times, up to the day of Christ’s ascension.
