» adoption as sons (KJV: adoption): one word in
the Greek; literally: ‘son position’.

+ If there ever was a statement of our position
in Christ, this is it! (see also Romans 8:23;
Galatians 4:5; Ephesians 1:5).

» By Roman law the adopted son had a position
better than & ahead of the natural-born son:

But when the fullness of the time came, God
sent forth His Son, born of a woman, born
under the Law, 5 so that He might redeem
those who were under the Law, that we might
receive the adoption as sons.
