iv. Gentiles are blessed in the Millennial Kingdom, they benefit 

from Christ’s personal counsel and advice; e.g. like Solomon

v. The word: stream is to ‘flow’: people will have an inner spring 
in their hearts wanting to go and learn of Christ’s ways;
