Introduction
Once a person is saved by faith, believing that Christ died for his sins, was buried, and rose again, that person is new in kind, and has an eternal position in Christ that is untouchable, unchangeable and fixed in the heavenlies.  That believer can look forward to an eternity with Christ, in a new body like Christ’s, free of pain, sorrow, or mourning.  But between the time that the believer is saved and the time that believer goes to be with the Lord:

Why does the Lord have the believer still remain on the earth – why not take everyone home as soon as they become saved?

What is God doing in the life of the believer between the time the believer is saved and the time the Lord takes that believer home?

What part does God have in those processes and what part does the believer have?

What part of the believer has changed in comparison to the unbeliever?

What part of the believer does not change once the believer is saved?

What part of the believer does change once the believer is saved, and how and why?
What is the character and direction of the changes that take place in the life of the believer?  

Is it possible for a believer to change in ways that are not what God intends?

Does a believer have any part in or influence upon whether or not a he or she changes in ways that God does not intend?

Can we thwart or corrupt what God has predestined, either temporarily or permanently?

Does how the changes take place or the degree to which they take place in the life of the believer have any impact upon that believer’s present life, and if so, what is that impact?

Does how the changes take place or the degree to which they take place in the life of the believer have any impact upon that believer’s eternity, and if so, what is that impact?

Is there a difference between spiritual relationship and spiritual fellowship?
Does God care about how we live, behave, think or feel?  Which of these matter the most?

What part do circumstances have in what God is doing in the life of the believer?

What part does God’s word have in what God is doing in the life of the believer?

What are the words that God’s word uses for what God is doing in the life of the believer?

How do those words differ and how are they similar?

Does what happens on earth impact anything in eternity, and if so, what is impacted?

What are God’s ongoing actions, ministries and provisions for us and through us, once we are saved?
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
